	Background and objectives
	The Barroso Commission has set out a clear strategic challenge for European industry: to create new, innovative services which can remain competitive in the global market and can create new jobs. This challenge requires all stakeholders to modernize their way of working if they are to realize the full potential of an information society rich in original, European content.

Collecting societies' activities are of direct concern to European copyright users in their various sectors. More needs to be done to improve and modernize the collective management of copyright in the European Union. Failure to do so would prevent copyright using industries from playing their full role in realizing the potential of the EU’s strategy for more growth and jobs.

In 2004 the organizations behind this conference warmly welcomed the Commission Communication on the Management of Copyright and Related Rights in the Internal Market as a first encouraging step to improve and facilitate efficient collective management of rights in the European Union. As a follow-up to that Communication, the Commission published in October 2005 a Recommendation on the Management of On-line Music Rights. It stopped short of dealing with the fundamental and increasingly critical issues affecting copyright users, and a serious risk of new problems now exists.

 

In this seminar, representatives from different industries will set out copyright users’ concerns about the current operation of collective rights management in the European Union. A number of distinguished panelists from the European Parliament and the European Commission have been invited to debate these issues with the copyright users.
